Women’s Ministry Interest Survey
This survey is designed to be a tool for congregations to gather information about the needs and desires of women in their community regarding women’s ministry. Here’s how it can be used:   
1. Distribution: The survey can be distributed either electronically or in printed format, depending on the preferences of the congregation and the women being surveyed. Electronic distribution can be done through e-mail, church websites, or social media platforms. Printed copies can be made available at church services, gatherings, or in common areas.
2. Target Audience: The survey should be made available to all women in the congregation, regardless of their current involvement in women’s ministry activities. Encouraging participation from a diverse range of women will help ensure that the survey results accurately reflect the needs and interests of the entire congregation.
3. Survey Design: The questionnaire below has been designed to gather data that can be empirically analyzed in a non-biased way. Avoid adding unnecessary questions that cannot be evaluated empirically or introduce biased answers. Keep the survey short. Most people will only respond to around 12 questions or fewer. Provide an estimate for how long the survey should take (around 5-10 minutes for the example questionnaire provided). Ensure all response options accurately represent your congregation’s unique circumstances.
4. Data Collection: Set a deadline for completing the surveys to allow sufficient time for responses. Ensure that all respondents remain anonymous to encourage honest and open feedback. Provide clear instructions on how to submit the completed surveys. 
5. Data Analysis: Once all responses have been collected, analyze the data to identify trends and patterns. Look for common themes in the responses to questions about needs, challenges, and preferred activities. Pay attention to the demographic information to see if there are any age-related or life-stage-related trends in the responses.
6. Implementation: Use the survey results to inform decisions about how to structure or restructure the women's ministry. Consider the most popular activity suggestions, preferred days and times, and any specific needs or challenges that were identified. Develop a plan that addresses the feedback received and meets the needs of the women in the congregation.
7. Evaluation: After implementing changes based on the survey feedback, periodically evaluate the effectiveness of the women’s ministry. Conduct follow-up surveys or focus groups to gather additional feedback and make further adjustments as needed.
